Sets school’s standards of Kashrut and is responsible for supervision of
Kashrut at Levine Academy.

X Serves as a resource and guide of Jewish information/knowledge for all
faculty members

x Works together with ECC Director, K-8 Principal and Director of Jewish
Studies to plan methods for implementing and integrating the Ethical
Covenant into the school culture, curriculum and programs

X Leads middle school Tefillah, attends and participates in ECC Havdalah,
Torah service and Shabbat celebration and tells story, attends BLS
service once per week, co-leads K-8 Shabbat celebration each week

x Contributes to the development and creation of a multi-dimensional
Tefillah program.

X Supervises Gabbai club, meets with bnei mitzvah students for talit/tefillin
intstruction

X Attends and speaks at milestone Jewish studies celebrations i.e. hagigat
hasiddur, tanach, safah, aliyah, graduation, etc.

x Works in concert with the Director of Jewish studies to evaluate, review
and renew Jewish studies curriculum as needed

X Works together with the Director of Jewish Studies to develop parent and
family education programs
